Sub,:   Exemption of   tuition fees and other related fees in respect disabled students pursuing higher studies / technical studies.
Madam/Sir,
As you are kindly aware, it is a challenging task for disabled students to study up to Class- X and to clear the H.S.C Examination. It is even more challenging to pursue further higher studies or technical studies because of the disability. There are also emotional and financial factors which affect the ability of such students to continue higher education. At times the required support from the family members would also be lacking. Government are keen to ensure that the disabled students peruse higher / vocational studies despite several handicaps including the physical disability.
Therefore, after careful consideration of the difficulties faced by disabled students, the Government have
decide to exempt  tuitions fees and all other related fees for higher studies / technical studies of the following
categories of disabled students:
i -
(i)   Blind students who have used Braille for studies.
(ii)  Hearing impaired and dumb students.
(iii) Orthopaedically handicapped students with disability of more than 75%.
It is, therefore, requested that appropriate action may please be taken to issue suitable instructions / guidelines to all concerned to implement the decision. Guidelines issue din the matter may please be sent to this Department for reference and record.
