Programmes,  are reserved for the benefit of persons with disability.  Later on it has been instructed that in order to enhance  the availability of the benefits of IRDP to the Physically disability persons, group approach will  be encouraged.  GOI guidelines  to the   above extent were  endorsed  in this department letter No.  4279/PR, dt. 16.5.98  to  your  address.
In GOI   letter No.   I-12011/3/98-IRD CREDIT dt.  24.4.98 and  this   Deptt.   letter No. 5652 dt.   2.7.98  you were  requested  to formulate  the  Action  Plan suitably  to change   the credit   flow to  persons with  disabilities and  for regularly Monitoring the financing  and Physically handicapped   persons  in SLCC/DLCC/ 3LEC   meetings.

As  you  are   aware,    'The   persons  with Disabilities (Equal   Opportunities,   Protection  of Rights a  Full   Partici​pation) Act,   1995 "has  been  enacted and   it is an   important land  mark  in  Government  of India's efforts   to  ensure   equal opportunities for  persons  with  disabilities  and   their  full participation   in  nation building.
Section  40  of   the Act   stipulates   that not  less   than :3%  of  the- allocation   be   reserved  in all   poverty, alleviation schemes  for   the   benefit  of  persons with  disabilities.  This Department  has  earmarked 3% of of  the allocation   in  all   poverty alleviation  schemes  for   the   benefit of persons with  disa​bilities and suitable   guidelines have 'since been   issued.  All   State Governments  have   been  requested   to   implement   the provision.
